
MR. CHANDRA BAHADUR PARIYAR is a 
master tailor by profession at Jufal airport 

in Dolpa. His is a heart-
breaking family story: his 
wife ran off  with another 
man, leaving him and his 
two sons, 15 and 9.  

He has started a small fellowship group 
with three other believers, struggling to 
convince people with the Gospel. People 
in Dolpa do not understand his language, 
as they have their own dialect (he is from 
Nepalgunj in the southern plain at the 
Indian border).   

Mr. Pariyar participated in the March 
2008 Bridges I training in Jyuan Gaon, 
Dolpa, along with a pastor, a leader, and 
24 church planters. Lesson Two, Mother 
Tongue, was very helpful to him. Telling 
stories in the local language could be the 
best strategy of  sharing the gospel with 
the Dolpa people. No one had ever heard 
that the gospel could be proclaimed 
through stories.  

Dolpa is a 
remote area 
at the Tibetan 
border. The 
largest of  75 
districts of  
Nepal, it is 
the least 

populated, with only 25,000 inhabitants. 
The Jufal Airport is the only gateway to 
Dolpa, as there are no roads in. The al-
ternative is a five-day walk from Jumla.  

Detached from the modern world, 
Dolpa is recognized for its natural beauty 
with its breathtaking Himalayas, and it is 
one of  the best districts for mines, min-
erals and natural herbs.  

Say Foksundo

is a tourist  
attraction. 

  

To our knowledge, no Tibetan is 
known to be a Christian believer in 
Dolpa. However, some believers live at 
the border, walking four days to work 
among the Tibetans. We expect them to 
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Trainers. We believe a village church 

will use the storytelling strategy to reach 
Tibetans with the gospel. There are 
only an estimated 120 believers in the 
whole district of  Dolpa. Phone contact 
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trainer will personally revisit the church 
there and encourage and motivate the 
leaders for the gospel. 

 In June SIU sponsored a Bridges I 
training in Lukla, Solukhumbu District, 
including 4 pastors, 8 leaders, and 16 
church planters. 
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MR. A. SHERPA, a trekking guide, told 
Bible stories during the seminar, and two 
received the Lord. He was overjoyed to 
tell some stories to his wife and bring her 
to the worship service the following day. 
He will soon join a five-month church 
planters training. 

Weather at the top of  the world is un-
certain, and our trainers had to wait four 
days for a flight back to Kathmandu. We 
will continue the seminars at the border 
until the Lord opens the doors for us to 
enter into Tibet.  
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
